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Kyushu Institute of Technology Policy on Academic

Degrees

(Purpose)

Article 1. The purpose of these Policy is to establish
matters necessary in the conferral of academic degrees at
Kyushu Institute of Technology (hereinafter “the
university”) pursuant to the provisions of Article 13-1 of
the Degree Policy (Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology Ordinance No. 9 of
1953), as well as Article 31-2 and Article 71-3 of the
Kyushu Institute of Technology Policy (2007 Kyutech
Policy No. 1 (hereinafter “Kyutech Policy”).
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(Academic degrees)
Article 2. The university shall confer bachelor’s degrees,

master’s degrees, and doctoral degrees.

(Requirements for bachelor’s degree conferral)
Article 3. A bachelor’s degree shall be conferred on those
who have completed a curriculum at the university and

been approved for graduation.

(Requirements for master’s degree conferral)
Article 4. A master’s degree shall be conferred on those
who have completed a master’s degree curriculum at a

graduate school of the university.

(Requirements for doctoral degree conferral)
Article 5. A doctoral degree shall be conferred on those
who have completed a doctoral degree curriculum at a

graduate school of the university.

(Thesis submission by enrolled students)

Article 6. A thesis (including research findings on a
specific subject, as prescribed by Article 69 of the
Kyutech Policy; hereinafter “the thesis”) pertaining to
conferral of a degree as set forth in the preceding two
Articles shall be submitted by the designated deadline to
the university president through the dean of the relevant
graduate school (hereinafter “the dean”). However, if a
student who was enrolled in a doctoral curriculum for the
prescribed period, who has acquired credits in the
required class subjects, and who has received the
necessary research guidance withdraws from the
curriculum but still submits a thesis within the period
prescribed separately, the student concerned may be
treated in the same manner as a currently enrolled

student.
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2. In the case of a master’s thesis, students shall submit
one copy of the thesis together with the thesis
examination application. In the case of a doctoral thesis,
students shall submit two copies of the thesis together
with the thesis examination application, thesis references,
thesis abstract, and curriculum vitae. However, other

theses may be attached for use as references.

3. When necessary for examination purposes, examiners
may request submission of copies or translations of the

thesis, as well as models, specimens, etc.

(Thesis examination and final examination for enrolled
students)

Article 7. When a thesis is accepted as prescribed in the
preceding Article, the president shall entrust its
examination to the faculty council of the relevant

graduate school (hereinafter “the faculty council”).

2. When the faculty council is entrusted with a thesis, the
faculty council shall select three or more examination
committee members from among the faculty members in
charge of research guidance in the relevant faculty or
graduate school and shall have them examine the thesis

concerned and conduct the final examination.

3. When deemed necessary in the examination of the
thesis, the faculty council may include faculty members
belonging to the facilities set forth in Articles 17 to 19 of
the Kyushu Institute of Technology Basic Policy, or
faculty members etc. belonging to other graduate schools
or research institutions etc. as members of the
examination committee prescribed in the preceding

paragraph.
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4. The examination of the thesis shall be completed while
the submitting student is still enrolled in the case of a
master’s thesis, and within one year of the date of

acceptance of the thesis in the case of a doctoral thesis.

(Final examinations for enrolled students)
Article 8. The final examination set forth in Paragraph 2
of the preceding Article shall be conduct either orally or

in writing with a focus on the thesis and related matters.

(Doctoral degree by thesis submission)

Article 9. In addition to the provisions of Article 5, a
doctoral degree may be conferred on an individual who
has passed a thesis examination conducted by a graduate
school of the university, and who is recognized as
possessing academic abilities equal to or greater than
those of a student who has completed a doctoral
curriculum in a graduate school of the university

(hereinafter “confirmation of academic ability”).

Article 10. An individual who applies for conferral of a
doctoral degree as set forth in the provisions of the
preceding Article shall submit a degree application form
together with the thesis concerned and the thesis
examination fee prescribed in the Kyushu Institute of
Technology Policy on tuition and other fees (2004
Kyutech Policy No. 47) to the president through the

relevant dean.

2. In addition to the provisions of the preceding
paragraph, the provisions of Paragraphs 2 and 3 of Article
6 shall correspondingly apply to submission of the thesis

concerned.

Article 11. The provisions of Article 7 shall
correspondingly apply to the examination of a thesis

submitted as prescribed in the preceding Article.
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Article 12. The confirmation of academic ability set forth

in Article 9 shall be conducted by examination.

2. The examination shall be conducted either orally or in
writing and shall cover matters related to the thesis
concerned as well as the applicant’s major field of study

and foreign language ability.

Article 13. When an individual described in the proviso of
Paragraph 1 of Article 6 wishes conferral of a doctoral
degree after the period set forth in the proviso has
elapsed, the provisions of Article 10 through to the

preceding Article shall apply correspondingly.

(Non-return of thesis and examination fee)
Article 14. Theses accepted as set forth by the provisions
of Article 7 and Article 10 shall not be returned.

2. Thesis examination fees already received as set forth by
the provisions of Paragraph 1 of Article 10 shall not be

returned.

(Report on examination results of the examination
committee members)

Article 15. When the examination committee members
selected in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph 2
or Article 7 have completed either the thesis examination
and final examination or confirmation of academic ability,
the committee members shall submit a report to the
faculty council together with the thesis abstract displaying
either the applicant’s grade on the final examination or

the results of the confirmation of academic ability.
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(Deliberation on degree conferral)

Article 16. The faculty council shall deliberate on the
results (pass/fail) of the thesis examination and final
examination, or confirmation of academic ability, in
accordance with the report set forth in the preceding

Article.

(Report on examination results)

Article 17. When deliberating on the conferral of a
master’s degree or doctoral degree, the relevant dean, etc.
shall report the results of the thesis examination and final
examination, or confirmation of academic ability, to the

president in writing.

(Diploma conferral)

Article 18. In the case of a bachelor’s degree, the
president shall make a decision on degree conferral and
confer a diploma after receiving a report of graduation

approval from the relevant dean.

2. In the case of a master’s degree or doctoral degree, the
president shall make a decision on degree conferral and
confer a diploma after receiving the report prescribed in

the preceding Article.

3. When conferring a doctoral degree, the president shall
enter it in the degree register and submit a degree
conferral report to the Minister of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology within three months of

the date of conferral of the degree concerned.

(Public disclosure of thesis abstract, etc.)

Article 19. When conferring a doctoral degree, the
president shall publicly disclose a summary of the
contents of the thesis pertaining to conferral of the
doctoral degree concerned as well as the results of the
thesis examination through the Kyushu Institute of
Technology Academic Repository within three months of

the date of conferral of the degree concerned.
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Article 20. Doctoral degree recipients shall publicly
disclose the entire text of the thesis pertaining to
conferral of the doctoral degree concerned within one
year of the date of conferral. However, this shall not apply
if the thesis was already publicly disclosed prior to

conferral of the doctoral degree concerned.

2. The provisions of the preceding paragraph
notwithstanding, following deliberation by the faculty
council, a doctoral degree recipient may, in the case of
unavoidable reasons, publicly disclose a summary of the
contents of the thesis pertaining to the conferral of the
doctoral degree concerned instead of the entire text. In
this case, the dean, etc. shall provide the entire text of the

thesis concerned for inspection upon request.

3. Public disclosure by a doctoral degree recipient as set
forth in the provisions of the preceding two paragraphs
shall be conducted through the Kyushu Institute of

Technology Academic Repository.

(Name of degree)
Article 21. When using the name of the degree, the
degree recipient may append the name of Kyushu

Institute of Technology.

(Name of major)

Article 22. When conferring a degree as prescribed in
Article 2, the name of the major, as listed in Attached
Table 1 in the case of a bachelor’s degree and Attached
Table 2 in the case of a master’s degree or doctoral

degree, shall be appended.
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(Revocation of degree conferral)

Article 23. If it is found that a recipient of a degree at the
university has received conferral of the degree in a
dishonest manner, or has acted in a way that dishonors
the degree, the president shall, following deliberation by
the faculty council, revoke conferral of the degree, have
the diploma returned, and make a public announcement

to that effect.

(Forms for diplomas, etc.)

Article 24. The forms used for diplomas and other degree
application related documents shall be as shown in
Attached Form 1 through Attached Form 10.

(Miscellaneous provisions)
Article 25. Any necessary matters other than those set

forth in these Policy shall be determined separately.

Supplementary provisions
1. These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 1988.

2. The provisions of the revised Policy on Academic
Degrees notwithstanding, degrees for students enrolled in
a graduate school at the university as of March 31, 1988
shall be handled in accordance with the provisions in

effect at that time.

Supplementary provisions (1991 Kyutech Policy No. 2)
These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 1991.

Supplementary provisions (1992 Kyutech Policy No. 1)
1. These Policy shall come into effect from January 9,
1992, and the revised Kyushu Institute of Technology
Policy on Academic Degrees shall apply from July 1,
1991.
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2. The title of bachelor’s degrees conferred on students
who graduated prior to the date of application of these
Policy shall be deemed a bachelor’s degree under these

Policy.

Supplementary provisions (1992 Kyutech Policy No. 2)
These Policy shall come into effect from March 4, 1992.

Supplementary provisions (1993 Kyutech Policy No. 1)
1. These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 1993.

2. The provisions of the revised Kyushu Institute of
Technology Policy on Academic Degrees
notwithstanding, degrees for students enrolled in a
master’s degree curriculum in a graduate school at the
university as of March 31, 1993 shall be handled in

accordance with the provisions in effect at that time.

Supplementary provisions (1995 Kyutech Policy No. 3)
These Policy shall come into effect from March 14, 1995.

Supplementary provisions (1996 Kyutech Policy No. 4)
These Policy shall come into effect from April 3, 1996,
and the provisions of the Kyushu Institute of Technology
Policy on Academic Degrees revised in accordance with

these Policy shall apply from April 1, 1996.

Supplementary provisions (2001 Kyutech Policy No. 13)
These Policy shall come into effect from April 4, 2001,
and shall apply from January 6, 2001.

Supplementary provisions (2002 Kyutech Policy No. 5)
These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2002.
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Supplementary provisions (2004 Kyutech Policy No. 63)
These Policy shall come into effect from May 12, 2004,
and shall apply from April 1, 2004.

Supplementary provisions
These Policy shall come into effect from September 6,

2006.

Supplementary provisions

These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2007.

Supplementary provisions

These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2008.

Supplementary provisions
1. These Policy shall come into effect from April 3, 2013,
and shall apply from April 1, 2013.

2. The provisions of Article 19 of the Policy on Academic
Degrees revised in accordance with these Policy
(hereinafter “the new Policy on Academic Degrees) shall
apply when conferring doctoral degrees on or after the
date of application of these Policy, and the conferral of
doctoral degrees prior to that date shall be handled in

accordance with the provisions in effect at that time.

3. The provisions of Article 20 of the new Policy on
Academic Degrees shall apply when conferring doctoral
degrees on or after the date of application of these Policy,
and the conferral of doctoral degrees prior to that date
shall be handled in accordance with the provisions in

effect at that time.

Supplementary provisions

These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2014.
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Supplementary provisions

These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2015.

Supplementary provisions
These Policy shall come into effect from May 8, 2015, and
shall apply from April 1, 2015.

Supplementary provisions

These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2016.

Supplementary provisions

These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2017.

Supplementary provisions

These Policy shall come into effect from April 1, 2021.
